MEAT IS § IMPORTANT
IN DIET OF CHILD

Protein, Phosphoms and lIron
Are Thus Supplied in
Daily Fare

Since meat contalns food ele-
ments essential for bujiding new tls.
sues, Its {mportance in the dlet of
a growing child can havdly be over-
cstimated, Protein, iron and phos-
phorus are supplled by the meat
portion of his daily fare, which, 0;

cereals, fruits and milk, Ldver, kid-
ney and sweethreads are all excel-
lent gources of vitaming. Liver Is
especlally wvaluable in the dlet of
the child, It may be liver from

S8imple. Preparation

Meat for young children should
be prepared simply. Stews are es-
peclally good since they-also con-
tain vegetables, And the wvege-
taste all the better because of the
sayorv meat flavor, Brolled steaks,
chops and roasts are also. good for
even the littlest' member of the
family, 1f he has learned to chew
them properly.

There are dellcions ways of pre-
